When a fielder illegally hinders a baserunner, the fielder is
guilty of obstruction. Baserunners are generally permitted
the free privilege to run from base to base without being
physically blocked or hindered by a fielder. The only time a
fielder need not “get out of the way” of a baserunneris when
the fielder is fielding or in possession of the ball.

Maodern obstruction of justice, in United States jurisdictions,
refers to the crime of offering interference of any sort to the
wark of palice, investigatars, regulatory agencies, prosecu-
tors, or other (usually government) officials. Often, no actual
investigation or substantiated suspicion of a specific inci-
dent need exist to suppart a charge of obstruction of justice.
Common law jurisdictions other than the United States tend
to use the wider offense of Perverting the course of justice.

REAGANOMICS <
Reaganomics refers to the ecanomic palicies promoted hy
United States President Ronald Reagan. The four pillars of
Reagan's economic policy were to 1} reduce the growth of

President Ronald Reagan in Washington, B.C. on March 30,
1981, as the culmination of an effort to impress actress
Jodie Foster.

THE PLAY

California Golden Bears vs. The Stanford Cardinal, Novem-
ber 20,1982. Cal held a lead late in the game, but Stanford,
led by John Elway, drave down the field to retake the lead
and seemingly elevating Elway to the first bowl game of his
college career. More importantly, Elway, with a victory, might
well have won the Heisman Trophy.

In what is now known simply as “The Play”, four Cal players
lateraled the hall five times on a kickoff return with four sec-
onds left on the clock. The final ball carrier, Kevin Moen, who
was also the initial ball carrier, ran for a touchdown through
the Stanford Band, which had run onto the field to celebrate
prematurely (although the game clock had run out of time,
in football the final play is allowed to be completed), knock-
ing down the final Stanford defender, trombone player Gary
Tyrrell. The Play is often recounted with KGO radio announcer
Joe Starkey's emotional call of The Play, which he hailed as
“the most amazing, sensational, dramatic, heartrending, ex-
citing, thrilling finish in the histary of college football!”

ad THE COLD WAR

Cold War is the term used to describe the state of conflict,
tension and competition that existed between the United
States and the Soviet Union (USSR] and their respective al-
lies from the mid-1840s to the early 1990s.

Throughout this period, rivalry between the two superpow-
ers was expressed through military coalitions, propaganda,
espionage, weapons development, industrial advances,
and competitive technological development, e.g., the
space race. Both superpowers engaged in costly defense
spending, a massive conventional and nuclear arms race,
and numerous proxy wars.

THE MANHATTAN PROJECT 4—/

The Manhattan Project was the project to develop the first

nuclear weapon (atomic bomb) during World War Il by the /_’

United States, the United Kingdom, and Canada. Farmally
designated as the Manhattan Engineer District (MED), it re-
fers specifically to the period of the project from 1941-1946
under the cantral of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, under
the administration of General Leslie R. Groves. The scientific
research was directed by American physicist J. Robert Op-
penheimer.

The project’s roots lay in scientists’ fears since the 1930s
that Nazi Germany was also investigating nuclear weapons
of its own. Born out of a small research program in 1839, the
Manhattan Project eventually employed more than 130,000
people and cost nearly $2 billion USD ($24 billion in 2008
dollars based on CPI). It resulted in the creation of multiple
production and research sites that operated in secret.

LAWRENCE/LIVERMORE

Berkeley physicists led and hand-picked the team of scien-

J. ROBERT OPPENHEIMER

He is known for his role as the scientific director of the Man-
hattan Project: the World War Il effort to develop the first
nuclear weapons at the secret Los Alamos National Labora-
tory in New Mexico. Faor this reason he is remembered as
“the father of the atomic bomb”.

After the war Oppenheimer was a chief advisor to the newly
created United States Atomic Energy Commission and used
that position to lobby for international control of atomic
energy and to avert the nuclear arms race with the Soviet
Union. After provoking the ire of many paliticians with his
outspoken political opinions during the Red Scare, he had
his security clearance revoked in a much-publicized and po-
liticized hearing in 1954.

NAKED GUY

Andrew Martinez began appearing naked in public Septem-
ber 1992, his second year in college, having led a campus
“nude-in” to protest social repression. Campus police first
arrested him that fall for indecent exposure when he jogged
naked near southside dormitories late on a Saturday night.
The county prosecutor refused to prosecute, concluding
that nudity without lewd behavior was nat illegal. The univer-
sity then banned nudity on campus. Martinez began strolling
around campus naked, citing philosophical reasaons. He ex-
plained that when he dressed in expensive, uncomfortahle,
stylish, “appropriate” attire, he hid the fact that his persaonal
belief was that clothes were useless in his environment ex-
cept as a tool for class and gender differentiation.

WOLFGANG PUCK

Popularized Califarnia cuisine by catering high profile celeb-
rity parties such as the Oscars after party. Puck became a
